· It is expected that every participating researcher and student will either present a talk, or a poster
· The title of such talk/poster should be included in the nomination

· Administrators are welcome and are not expected to present.  Please liaise with your respective Program Leaders.  

· All participants must stay for the duration of the Symposium, and all must stay at the Hahndorf Resort, which is approx 30 minutes from Adelaide CBD.  The majority of accommodation will be shared chalets.
· Participants will arrive for Sunday evening 5 November and will depart after luncheon on Thursday 9.   The formal program will include three and a half days of talks and poster presentations.  

· There will also be a social program including invited speakers in the evenings.
