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Brief project description: 
1. Develop a legacy document on EM Technologies and Applications in Natural Resource Management. This will take the form of a Monograph of peer-reviewed case studies. Negotiations are currently under way with a couple of potential publishers, including AGU. This exercise would involve:  

a. Compiling case studies on the application of EM technologies in environmental management, drawing on CRCLEME project activities through the life of CRCLEME. Develop papers in standard format and style. 
b. Inclusion of a background paper on AEM sensor technology, developments, issues 
c. Inviting contributions from others in the field.
Scientific Deliverables (new scientific advances)
1. A compilation of peer-reviewed, case studies using EM methodologies applied to NRM issues will provide a key reference work on EM techniques for NRM for an international audience, with drafts to be submitted by end December 07. 
2. It is planed to link this to a Special Session of talks, and to run a workshop based on LEME case studies at ISF08.
Deliverables to Client (Adoption mechanisms)

1. Workshop manual/ case studies for a workshop targeted at science peers and industry end users (eg from CMAs and Water Board/Irrigation Groups).
2. Link to Special Session of talks and a workshop at ISF08
Impacts
1. Greater awareness of geophysical technologies and their application in Natural Resources management 
2. Considered adoption of practice and principles in the use of geology and geophysics in NRM
