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Brief project description: 
1. The International Association of Sedimentologists (IAS) has approved the publication of a Special Monograph reviewing research into the sedimentology, stratigraphy and regolith geology of Australia’s Cainozoic cratonic basins. A few international case studies are also included for comparative purposes. 
2. This is a prestigious publication, will be edited by Jon Clarke and Colin Pain, and includes a number of papers by LEME authors.
Scientific Deliverables (new scientific advances)
1. Australian Cainozoic cratonic basins cover a significant fraction of Australia, and include important areas of both agricultural of sediment-hosted mineral production.
2. This will be the first compilation on this topic, and will provide a key reference work on the regolith geoscience of key basins nationally. It will also enable more rapid comparisons to be made between various basins where salinity and groundwater management issues are of concern. 

3. The monograph will also include selected works on basins internationally, again, selected to link to a session at ISF08 comparing the factors influencing salinity and groundwater issues internationally.
Deliverables to Client (Adoption mechanisms)

1. IAS special volume of 300-400 pages will be a benchmark publication of the 2006 understanding of Australian Cenozoic cratonic basins.
2. A draft of all papers will be completed by December 2007, and publication is planned to coincide with ISF 2008.
Impacts
1. Better understanding of Australian Cenozoic cratonic basins and their importance for mineral exploration and natural resource management.
