Brief project description: 
The aim of the project is to update and expand the existing Thematic Volume Regolith Expressions of Australian Ore Systems by publishing additional case histories on the CRC LEME website.  In particular, case histories from regolith settings, commodities and regions not previously covered or poorly represented will be sought.  
The requirement will be to edit new case histories as they are offered and possibly to update and improve existing ones.  The original intent was to have about 150 case histories, but only about 2/3 of these were received and published.  Reaching this original target would be an objective, but unlikely to be achieved – as reflected in the modest time allocation.
At present, only the case histories are published on the web.  It is not intended to place the existing supporting chapters on the website, at least until a substantial proportion of the hard copy volumes have been sold.  Consequently, there is no intention to amend or add to the Models, nor to include other discussion or review material.  
Deliverables (outputs) and expected impacts of research (outcomes): 

The new case histories will add to the existing compilation of case histories already available on the LEME website as well as in the published monograph.  
The additional case histories will expand and develop what is already an important scientific resource.
