In December 2005 Colin Pain received an invitation to edit a special journal volume of scientific papers based on the use of DEMs for NRM application in Australia. This offer came after he presented a conference paper on this subject at the MODSIM 2005 conference in Melbourne. Planning is progressing, and a special volume of case studies of the use of DEMs in environmental mapping and management is being constructed. This is an opportunity to showcase some important work by LEME in this area (particularly in P4), and it is hoped that by taking leadership in this area LEME can assist with developing awareness of the limitations and benefits of the use of DEMs for environmental mapping and management. Contributions from several LEME staff have been identified. This special volume of peer reviewed papers will be timed for release to coincide with ISF 08.
Specific papers to be written by LEME staff will include:

· Landscape Analysis for Environmental Issues – the Question of Scale (Colin Pain;

· The use of LIDAR DEMs and radiometrics to map regolith landscapes in relatively flat basalt plains (Dave Gibson);

· A new approach to mapping and predicting salinity in upland landscapes (John Wilford and Jeremy James).

· Workshop materials for incorporation in a workshop on catchment characterisation at ISF08.
