The aims of this project are:

1. To produce a Legacy Report ‘Environmental geophysics techniques for Salinity and Groundwater Mapping and Management’ consisting of a series of scientific overview papers /chapters and case studies documenting examples where geophysics has been used for environmental mapping purposes (eg salinity, groundwater and regolith characterisation) within CRC LEME. It is envisaged that it will include an index to all the geophysical contributions to Program 4 activities from staff and students through the life of CRC LEME as well as link material which will document advances made and illustrate how geophysics has contributed to the multi-disciplinary science that has characterised Program 4 activities. This volume will be targeted for an audience of peer group NRM scientists and clients with no or very little geophysics background, and will be written to complement scientific journal papers.
2. Workshop materials will be developed for NRM peer group and other clients (eg CMA personnel). This may be produced as hard copy materials and/or as an on-line teaching resource.
Deliverables (outputs) and expected impacts of research (outcomes): 

· Publication of LEME Legacy Volume on Environmental Geophysics to coincide with ISF 08 in March 2008. To complete  CRC LEME documentation, link material will be written to summarise advances made in the science and to accompany copies of papers included on one or more cdroms

· Workshops on application of environmental geophysical techniques for salinity and groundwater. Workshop at ISF 08, but also opportunity to hold regional workshops from February 2008.

· Publication of LEME Legacy Volume on Environmental Geophysics to coincide with ISF 08 in March 2008.
